Many of you know Pastor Louie who was one of the founding fathers of Lumiére Medical Ministries. He
served asamissionary for 47 years with World Team in Cuba and as Field Director in Haiti. He then came
L. % to Gastoniarto start Lumiere Medical Ministries to continue the work begun in Haiti.

In Haiti, he became the primary speaker for an early morning radio broadcast with Radio Lumiére where

many Haitians came to know the Jesus Christ that Louie loved with his whole heart. He worked with and
taught MEBSH pastors to start churches, to share the gospel and to minister to the Haitian people; to this day they remember him
with fondness and love. He had aleadership role in shaping Cité Lumieére, and his heart was in Hopital Lumiére, Bonne fin where
he had aleadership role in the planning and administration of the hospital. In 1985 he came to Gastonia to meet with businessmen
and doctors (Dr. Buddy Whitesides and Dr. Bob Blake) where they formed a partnership with MEBSH to continue the
administration and oversight of the hospital.

We can think of alot of scripture for Pastor Louie but one that comesto mind is: “But if | live, | can do more fruitful work for Christ.
So | really don't know which is better. I’ m torn between two desires: | long to go and be with Christ, which would be far better for me.
Philippians 1:22-23 . . . and yet he knew there was still much work still to be done here. Go Pastor Louie, enjoy the fruits of your
labor . . . Wewill missyou but we have tears of joy knowing you are with your beloved Savior.
