This team consisted of four Physical Therapists, one Occupational 
Therapist, a certified prosthetist/orthotist, and a technician. The 
trip was packed full of clinical activities and interaction with the 
women of the Bernice Johnson Center.    The team took the BJ 
girls and staff for a day of fun at the beach, which is only possible 
when teams visit.  The laughs and smiles of the women 
sitting/playing in the water and sand made the significant physical 
challenge of getting the women from the vehicle to the beach well 
worth the effort.    

During the week, the team conducted clinics for persons 
with varying disabilities including amputation, stroke, cerebral 
palsy, orthopedic injury, and spinal cord injury. The brace shop 
team was busy making/adjusting artificial legs and supportive leg 
braces while the rehabilitation specialists were evaluating and 
treating patients and also providing education to family members 
on how to assist the clients at home. A highlight of the week was 
a seminar on strokes to educate stroke victims families on the 
after effects and treatments.   

A few of the team members were able to visit facilities 
and people with whom Dirk Martin works, including sitting in on 
a blindness/low vision support group, observation of the use of a 
video-magnifier, and training in the use of a cane for mobility. 
The team was appreciative of Karen Martin’s coordination and 
organization in helping the guys in the brace shop obtain the nuts, 
bolts, and saw blades needed to do their work. On the last day at 
the clinic, the women of the Bernice Johnson Center surprised the 
group by giving us a party, complete with cake and drinks, 
singing ,and playing brass instruments.    

On the eve of departure from Haiti several team 
members expressed the impact the trip had on them.  Topping the 
list was “ the encouragement given to us by the people of Haiti 
who are strong in spirit, determined, and kind.” We were 
encouraged to reassess priorities and goals and to live life in a 
more giving manner. 

This summer we were blessed to celebrate the birthdays of two of the 
“Founding Fathers” of LMM:  Dr. E.S. (Buddy) Whitesides on June 

17 and Pastor Louie Markwood on August 13.  They laid the 
groundwork for our ministry and we thank them for their years of 

dedication and continued service.
