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To acountry still reeling from a deadly and damaging hurricane in 1996, the 7.0 magnitude earthquake
and aftershocks that rocked the tiny nation of Haiti were devastating, both in loss of life and property,
and in injuries. As of this writing the death toll, as reported by the government of Haiti, stands at
approximately 230,000 and the number injured is approximately 300,000. It is estimated that 1.5 million
people have been displaced from their homes, athough with no census no one realy knows how many.
They are living in makeshift tent cities where the sanitation conditions are deplorable and there is little
access to clean water. With the rainy season approaching there is concern about the outbreak of
disease and lack of adequate shelter.

Even though the situation appears to be hopeless
and overwhelming, we are constantly assured that

The medical teams are usually 8 people or less and include a surgeon, family practice physician, anesthesiologist or nurse
anesthetist, pastor or chaplain. Other available spaces are typically filled by nurses.

The non-medical (construction teams) are generally 18 people or less.

And the overwhelming needs of the future...

Activities of Dr. June Hanks, Advantage Program Director, while in Haiti Jnuary 28 — February 14 was
involved in strategic planning for short-term and long-term rehabilitation, meeting with leadership regarding
future use of the rehabilitation clinic and prosthetics and orthotics shop, and provision of services where needed.

The Prosthetics and Brace Shop component of the Advantage Program has taken on greater importance since
the earthquake that shook Haiti the afternoon of Jnuary 12. Dr. Hanks is working to establish the Prosthetics
1 and Brace Shop at C3. as a main service point for
providing prosthetics in the southern department
of Haiti.

All of the Bernice Johnson Center students have
returned to Cayes, and classes started on JBnuary
25. Severd of the grls reported that their homes
in the Port-au-Prince area were destroyed by the
earthquake. Graduation is planned for the end of
May 2010, so we ask for your prayers concerning
the future for these women.

The school sponsorship component of the

- program was affected as S. Vincent's Center for
Handicapped Children suffered great damage. The Advantage Program-sponsored students had just returned to
school the day before the quake. We are thankful that most of the students we sponsor survived without major
injury, but we are sad to report that one student was killed when the boys dorm collapsed, and another boy is
missing.

Dirk Martin’s work with the blind continues to make a significant impact. The two blindness rehabilitation
instructors that he has been training got some practice working with the 5 blind students who live at the school
sponsored by the Haitian Society for the Support of People with Visual Impairment (SHAA) while classes were
suspended following the earthquake. Dirk has also resumed working with a teacher and care giver at La Charité
where the sensory stimulation room is once again being used for children with severe impairments including
blindness. The Mother Teresa home has received many, many refugees. We are pleased that Dirk can continue
to help the dedicated Sisters who work there.

The work of the Advantage Program continues to be a blessing to the disabled of southern Haiti, and we pray for
all those associated with the program, including Karen Martin, in-country coordinator, who serves in a support
position so she can be wherever she is needed whenever she is needed.

The role of the Advantage Program will be crucia to the future of Haiti's disabled population. In a
TIME Magazine article dated 2/17/2010 titled Haiti: What To Do with a Nation of Amputees, the writers
say that of the 250,000 to 300,000 injured, doctors are estimating as many as 100,000 are amputees.
This number could rise to 150,000 as limbs may require amputation at a later date because of wound
infection. The demand for prosthetics and physical therapy is overwhelming. He states, “This [physica
therapy] could be the single biggest medical problem [Haiti] will have as a result of the earthquake,"

These amputees will depend on
programs like Advantage as their
struggle to survive will be difficult
in a country that generally shuns
those with disabilities.

King's Hospital: Responding from the beginning

King's Hospital began outpatient operations in August of 2009. As the construction phase neared completion, the
first surgical procedure was performed in early November.
