In 1999, Dr. Jean-Pierre Wawel, a young and highly motivated Christian physician, sensed a 

calling to serve the medically underserved poor people in his homeland of Haiti.  Through much 

prayer and consultation with respected friends and mentors, Dr. Wawel committed his life’s work 

to an inter-city community of 300,000 known as Delmas 75. 

Foregoing  opportunities for financial gain and good fortune in North America, Dr. Wawel 

stepped out in faith and never looked back.  For more than a decade he and his wife, Paulette, a 

health professional in her own right, have given their all to ensure the poorest of the poor had 

access to quality Christian health care.  

From the beginning the couple worked grueling schedules in a small two room rented office that 

would become known as “Peace”.   Day by day access to health care was becoming more 

readily available and the word spread.  More and more people stood in line for hours hoping to 

be seen.  Dr. and Madame Wawel’s faith, commitment  and desire to help grew stronger.   

Soon the numbers of volunteer medical teams and supplies from North America began to 

increase.  Dr. Wawel never lost sight of his vision:  to share the love of Christ by delivering 

quality health care to the poor people of Delmas 75.  

As time passed, God’s blessings grew abundant and “Peace” grew at an unbelievable pace.  

The change was steady and dramatic.  The small two room office would soon evolve into an 

outpatient clinic, then into a hospital.

Then it happened!  At 4:53 P.M. on January 12, 2010, life in Haiti took a turn for the worse.   In an 

instant the western hemisphere’s poorest country experienced the most destructive and deadly natural 

disaster this hemisphere has seen in more than 200 years.   A 7.0 magnitude earthquake changed the 

lives of 3.5 million Haitians forever and impacted the world.  200,000 plus lives were lost and hundreds 

of thousands were left injured as the world rushed to help. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Madame Wawel did not escape the wrath of this horrific event. 

The Hospital of Peace crumbled straight down like a house of cards. Thankfully all the souls in the 

hospital escaped with their lives and only minor injuries - with one exception.  Madame Wawel was 

trapped on the first floor under debris and suffering from a compound fracture to her left leg that would 

require advanced medical treatment and lengthy physical therapy rehabilitation in the US.   

 

Although their home, car, and personal effects were destroyed, along with the hospital of which they 

had dreamed and for which they had worked so hard, the Wawel’s remain grateful for the hand of God 

that cared for them through it all.  

 

In spite of the many challenges Dr. and Madame Wawel face, they remain strong in their faith and firmly 

committed to their calling .  On May 3, 2010, anxious to restore much needed medical services to the 

people of Delmas 75,  Dr. Wawel opened an interim clinic immediately adjacent to the rubble of the 

collapsed hospital.   A little ray of hope signals the return of “Peace”.
